Not highly likely to occur but could cause major bodily injury
	Never stand behind a gate, work from side.  

Do not attempt to hold back cattle by pressuring a gate with your body. Don’t overfill crowd pens or tubs.

Ensure gates are working properly prior to moving cattle into or through a gated area.

Do not overcrowd trailers and avoid being caught if trailer doors are forced back by cattle pressuring same.

Ensure areas or enclosures that you have come through to get to the gate you are working have closed gates if possible.  This will also avoid livestock escape from the facilities should the gate you are going to close be breached.

	Chutes, alleys, laneways


	Run over by cattle moving in these areas
	Moderate 3: Unlikely but potentially extreme results
	Pre-plan your exit route, have a way out, look for cattle in lane, be alert to what is happening. 

	Squeezes
	Pinched, struck by, caught in
