Before you Start
1. Inspect required personal protective equipment and replace if required.
1. Put on all required personal protective equipment.
1. Have all materials and tools required to do the job available. 
1. CAUTION: scissors / blades are sharp.

While you’re Working
1. Look for a good stem with appropriate leafage. Often clippings are taken from the sides or bottoms of plants. Caution: Bending and twisting. Follow safe practices.
1. With one hand, take the stem gently between your thumb and forefingers.
1. With the other hand carefully cut the stem, as trained. Caution: blades are sharp
1. If scissors get sticky and difficult to operate, get a clean pair or clean the blades as per SWP.
1. Take the stem and dip it into the rooting compound. Follow Safety Data Sheet guidelines.
1. Carefully place the stem into the growth medium.
1. Place clipping into trays. 
1. When tray is full, carefully carry it and place it on the rack. Follow safe lifting and bending practices.

After you Finish
1. When task is complete, ensure floor / tables / work areas are clean and clear of debris.
1. Have scissors and blades cleaned and sanitized.
1. Put all materials and tools away.
