	Forklift operators must be trained and deemed competent prior to operating forklift. Forklifts must be inspected prior to use. Machine operators may not see you:be visible, be clear, machinery has the right of way. Ensure foreman knows where all equipment operating zones are located. Only use correct movement areas and designated walkways. When working around mobile equipment, ensure high visibility vests are worn.

	
	Lost/ nonfunctional key card in vault
	LOW
	Keep keycard on your person at all times. Ensure someone knows you are entering the storage facility prior to entering. 

	
	Exposure to air contaminants 
	LOW
	Ensure proper air ventilation, air flow (HVAC systems) is operating properly. 

	
	Manual loading (MSI/repetitive strain injury) 
	MODERATE
	Utilize job rotation. Warm up and stretch prior moving product into the vault. Utilize proper lifting technique. Utilize equipment whenever possible. Utilize additional workers, if possible, to decrease the amount of time any individual worker will have to spend lifting/loading the vault. 

	Shipping and Receiving 
Transferring product to loading dock/ transport trucks from the vault/ storage facility
	Struck by Pallet Jack
	LOW
	Workers must be trained to use pallet jack. Pallet jacks are inspected prior to use. Only use correct movement areas and designated walkways.

	
	Struck by Forklift
	LOW
	Forklift operators must be trained and deemed competent prior to operating forklift. Forklifts must be inspected prior to use. Machine operators may not see you: be visible, be clear, machinery has the right of way. Ensure foreman knows where all equipment operating zones are located. Only use correct movement areas and designated walkways. When working around mobile equipment, ensure high visibility vests are worn.

	
	Lost/ nonfunctional key card in vault
	LOW
	Keep keycard on your person at all times. Ensure someone knows you are entering the storage facility prior to entering. 

	
	Loading dock (hydraulic or manual)
	LOW
	Loading docks (hydraulic or manual) or inspected prior to use. Ensure workers are trained on loading dock use prior to operating. If using manual loading dock, use forklift to lift into place and inspect for proper positioning prior to use. 

	
	Manual loading (MSI/ repetitive strain injury) 
	MODERATE
	Utilize job rotation if many trucks will be loaded in a single day. Warm up and stretch prior to loading truck. Utilize proper lifting technique. 

	
	Exposure to air contaminants 
	LOW
	Ensure proper air ventilation, air flow/HVAC systems are operating properly. 

	
	Struck by transport truck
	LOW
	Ensure all workers and equipment are clear while transport truck is backing into loading bay. Ensure transport truck has come to a complete stop, parking brake/wheel chocks are set/in place, front end trailer support (if required) is in place and transport truck driver has confirmed all of these prior to loading trailer.
