	Things To Consider Before Starting

	1. Ensure nobody stands in front of the beater before attempting to start the machine
2. Turn on machine when safe to do so 
3. Enter machine and ensure you are holding onto handlebar

	During

	1. When moving the beater in and out of bogs (hills) ensure that help is available, never move beater without assistance. 
2. Clean up the reels of debris when you notice an accumulation in front.
3. Be careful with trunks, twigs and debris that can obstruct the wheels and affect machine balance 
4. Always maintain a clear visual of surroundings. Stay focused on the task being performed.  Your safety and the safety of others is paramount.
