	1. Don all PPE
2. Inspect ladder and tower to ensure ladder is in good working condition and all guard rails are in place
3. Maintain 3-point contact when climbing on and off the ladder
4. Keep your body inside the harvest tower at all times. Do not lean over the edge of the guard rails 
5. Always maintain a clear line of vision with other pedestrians/vehicles 
6. If an obstruction occurs or maintenance work is required, or any time any safeguarding is removed, bypassed, or circumvented, equipment MUST be locked out in accordance with lock-out procedures.
7. Monitor for pooling water and slip hazards 
8. When exiting the tower use 3 points of contact 

	***Remember: 
Machinery or equipment must be de-energized and locked out when maintenance work is being done, or any time safeguarding is removed, bypassed, or circumvented. 
Maintenance is any work performed to keep machinery or equipment in a safe operating condition. This includes installing, repairing, cleaning, and lubricating the equipment, as well as clearing any obstructions in the machinery.
