	· Oversize machinery

	· Blind spots

	Washing beds and floors 
	· Slipping

	· Steel toe boots.

	Worker standing on ladder
	· Fall
	Low
	· Ensure the rail guard is secured on the ladder platform before bringing the platform up.

· Ensure ladder inspection has been completed and ladder is in good condition.

	Washing netting
	· Slipping

· Pinch points
	Low
	· Steel toe boots.
· Do not put the hand on the spool while the net washer is operational.

	Other Recommendations:

Utilize frequent tailgate meetings to ensure all workers/contractors are aware of hazards.
Other Safety Requirements (in addition to shaded requirements in header)
a) Ensure Daily checklist is completed.
b) Ensure all the Emergency stops are working.
c) Ensure all the guards are in place.
d) Ensure all the cables and remotes are in good condition.
e) Keep work area neat at all times. DO NOT leave shovels, pitch forks, brooms, etc., lying on the floor. These are puncture and tripping hazards.

f) Doors are to be FULLY opened before driving equipment in or out, then FULLY closed afterwards. This will enable you to avoid hitting doorways with oversize loads.

g) DO NOT plug into electrical receptacles if they are wet or if the plug ends are wet. Report this to your Supervisor.

h) Make sure 600V plugs are pushed together all the way and locked. This locks the plug in place.

i) Turn Main switches off before unplugging or plugging-in machinery. When the 600-volt cords are “live” when you plug them in, “arcing” occurs inside the plug. When this is done enough times it becomes impossible to plug the cords in.
