· Beware of trucks, equipment, and workers

· Ensure trucks have clear safe path to enter and exit

· ensure truck driver is at a safe distance from the unloading activity

· Workers to wear hi viz vests

· Trained operators

· Wear dust masks and goggles

· Ensure that site is clean and existing straw bales are properly stacked to minimize the risk of the bales falling

· Ensure that the bottom bales are not stacked too tightly against the existing stack to allow the bales on top of it to be stored safely.

· Do not stack the bales more than five layers high.

· Do not walk or stand right beside stacks of bales

Utilize frequent tailgate meetings to ensure all workers/contractors are aware of hazards.
